Making the Quilt

Note: The arrows in the figures represent the fabric
print direction. Pay attention to the fabric and
unit orientations when assembling the various
components.

1. Block Assembly
Place (1) 5% Fabric F square on the left side of
(1) 5%” x10” Fabric K strip, right sides together
(Diagram 1). Sew across the diagonal of the square
from the upper right corner to the lower left corner
(Diagram 1). Flip open the triangle formed and
press. Trim away the excess fabric from behind the
triangle, leaving a ¥4” seam allowance (Diagram 2).

2. Placeanother 5%’ Fabric F square on the right side
ofthe 5%4” x 10” Fabric K strip, right sides together
(Diagram 3). Sew across the diagonal of the square from
the upper left corner to the lower right corner (Diagram
3). Flip open the triangle formed and press. Trim away
the excess fabric from behind the triangle, leaving a ¥4”
seam allowance to make (1) Unit 1 strip (Diagram 4).
